RANGE LOCATION:  Terrell Rifle and Pistol Club Inc. From the city of Terrell follow US 80 East to FM 429 about one mile east of the intersection of Hwy 80 and Hwy 34 in Terrell. There is an Exxon station at the intersection of US80 and FM429. Turn North on FM429 and go about 7.5 miles to CR344. Turn right on CR344. CR344 will dead-end at CR345. Go to your left and follow CR345 to the range gate.  http://www.tr-pc.com/map.php -  to their map.
ELIGIBILITY:  For rifle, membership in the TSRA required.  For pistol, open to all eligible participants. Need not be a member of the NRA or a CMP affiliated club.
All rifle competitors must be members of the Texas State Rifle Association.  Memberships will be available at registration.
REGISTRATION:  Individual registration and entry fees must be received by October 20, 2010.    Mail entries and fees to:

Pre-entry is encouraged to facilitate computer entry, squadding and to prevent delaying the match.  Late entries will be accepted up to range capacity. You are not registered until your money is received.   Competitors may register before the matches each day up to range capacity for that day.  Additional matches will be fired if needed.
RANGE CAPACITY AND LIMITATIONS: Individual entries will be limited to 15 competitors in each relay.  Competitors may enter as many matches as desired up to range capacity.  Competitors may fire multiple rifles or fire the same rifle in more than one match; however the first score for each type rifle will be the official score for award purposes.
ENTRY FEES: Make all checks to: Alan M. Wilson – Rifle Account
Competitors may enter more than one match for each rifle they wish to shoot.

REFUNDS:  Two-thirds of the entry fee will be refunded if notification is made by Oct. 21, 2011.  No-shows will not be refunded.  Competitors ejected for deliberate safety or rules violations will not receive a refund.

PIT SERVICE:  Terrell Rifle and Pistol Club does not have pits.  Competitors will not have to perform pit service but will score each others targets.
RULES:  will be governed by the current edition CMP Competition Rules. See Rules 6.2.4, 6.2.5 and 6.2.6 for specific regulations on authorized rifles. See Rule 9.0 for regulations regarding the conduct of firing.  There will not be any alibis for rifle or ammo malfunctions.  All EIC Service Pistol Matches governed by CMP rules.
EQUIPMENT AND AMMUNITION: 

Rifle – Garand Match -“as-issued” Caliber .30 U. S. M1 Garand rifles that comply with CMP Rule 6.2.4. A competitor may elect to fire a U. S. Carbine Caliber .30 M1 or a Caliber .30 M1941 Johnson rifle.
Pistol- For “Service Pistol” see rule 6.5 Table 1.

         Ammo provided by the competitor.
Note: Unlimited M1 Garands will fire in a separate category using their own ammo.

Carbine Match – “as-issued” U.S. Carbine cal. 30 M1, CMP Rule 6.2.6

Springfield Match –“as-issued” Caliber .30 U. S. M1903 or A3 Springfield rifles that comply with CMP Rule 6.2.4.


Vintage Military Rifle Match - manually operated foreign military rifles that comply with CMP Rule 6.2.5 or which fire other manually operated U. S. military rifles (Enfield, Krag) that comply with CMP Rule 6.2.4.
Ammo – all .30-06 ammo will be issued.  All other ammo will be provided by the competitor.  30 Carbine ammo is not available at this time.
CHAMBER FLAGS: Use of Empty Chamber Indicators (a.k.a. Chamber Flags) will be required on all rifles at all times, except for rifles being used by competitors on the firing line during preparation period and actual firing.  Indicators must be re-inserted and magazines removed before a competitor may remove a rifle from the firing line.

COACHING:  Coaching is permitted and encouraged during rifle matches only.
SCORING:  Scoring will be done by Competitors after each stage of fire.  
COURSE OF FIRE. The course of fire for all matches is the standard John C. Garand Match Course A (CMP Rule 9.2.1). Firing for the carbine match is at 100 yards (on SR-1 targets) and will include 10 shots sitting / kneeling.  Carbine will be fired at 100 yards all other matches will be fired at 200 yards on the SR target.

Stage 1 - 5 sighting shots.  5 minutes

Stage 2 - 10 shots prone slow fire. 10 minutes
Stage 3 – 10 shots prone (from standing) rapid-fire in 70 seconds (Garand Match) or 80 seconds (manually-operated Springfield or Vintage Military rifles).
Stage 3B - Carbine will fire another 10 shots sitting or kneeling.
Stage 4 – 10 shots standing slow fire. 10 minutes
